Note IT' A few of the people who were originally buried at Citizens were moved to other aveq cemeleries
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after they became integrated. Those who were known to have been moved were not included ox this
Iist unless headstones still remain at Citizens, but it Is still quite possible that there are a few people
listed here (who do not have headstones) who have been moved,

Note IHI: At one time in Bristol, VA there was a Negro cemetery in the Oakview Street avea and
another ane ot the site on which the Lee Garden Apartments now exist on the corner of Lee High-
way and Euolid Avenue. After theve cemeteries were closed the remains were moved to Citizens
Cemetery. There is some disagreement as 1o exactly where the Oakview area cemelery was, so I
will include information found in two places. The I905-1906 Bristol City Directory shows a
Colored Cematery near the corner of Buchanan and Wood Streets. In his vesearch Bristol histor-
tan Bud Phillips has found that this colored cemetery vias ealled Flar Hollow in the late 1800's
and early 1900°s and was loeated on what is now the corner of Buekner and Oakview. My. P. H.
Robinson (formerly of Robinson Funeral Home) says that the cemetery he was familiar with was
aff Oakview and extended from Buckner to Highland Avenue, In uny event the remaing in this
cemelery were moved to what is now Citizens Cemetery.

Nate IV: In trying to determine the names of the persons buried in Citizens Cemetery, many long-buried
Slat stone monuments were carefully unearthed. Sorry to say that quite a few of these monuments
were covered with dirt again when a new layer of topsoil was dumped over the cemetery to level the
ground. Even some monuments that had not previously been huried were covered up by this new
layer af tapsoil. .

Researcher’s Note: 1did catch quite a few ervors In the old records and in the old ohitugries. Since
these burial records go back many decades it is pessible that there are other errors thi 1 did not
know to change, so please feel firee to contact any member of the Citizens Cemetery Commiittes for
any corrections.
